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FROM THE DESK OF FR. TIM
Dear Friends in Christ,

Many people love a mystery. Mystery books or movies
can be quite exciting if done well. We are drawn in by
the suspense. If the plot is not too cliché we can often be
surprised by the unexpected ending. We might even say
“I didn’t see that coming!”

Do you think that God loves a mystery? God is full of
surprises. He seems to delight in giving us the
unexpected. This can lead to a sense of awe. “How does
God do these things?” What is awe inspiring for me is
that God can do this for every person on the planet each
and every day (approximately 8 billion people!).

God began to reveal the mystery of Himself little by
little. God called Abram to leave his homeland and
travel to a land that He would give to his descendants,
which would be as numerous as the stars (Gen 12:1-2, 7;
22:17). God remained hidden after the time of the
patriarchs until the time of Moses. It was at this time
that He revealed a little more about Himself. “I am who
I'am.” (Exod 3:14) God led the Israelites out of Egypt
into the desert, and eventually to the Promised Land.
God revealed more about Himself through the prophets.
God is merciful and kind, slow to anger and quick in
kindness (Ps 103:8; 145:8). God pleaded with His
people to turn from their wicked ways, repent, and turn
back to Him for forgiveness and healing. We know the
story. Most of the time they didn’t.

God revealed Himself in His Son Jesus. “In many and
various ways God spoke of old to our fathers by the
prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to us by a
Son.” Christ, the Son of God made man, is the Father’s
one, perfect, and unsurpassable Word. In him he has
said everything; “there will be no other word than this
one.” (Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) 65, see
Heb 1:1-2) God gave us His Son to let us know that He
was now with us, and that we will know Him through

Jesus (Jn 14:7-10).

What God has revealed to His people continues to come
to a greater understanding as time moves on. “The
Second Vatican Council, in its Dei Verbum (Dogmatic
Constitution on Divine Revelation) declared, “The same
Holy Spirit [who brings us to faith] constantly perfects
our faith by his gifts, so that Revelation may be more and
more profoundly be understood” (DV'5). Thus, what is
divinely revealed does not change or develop. Rather, our
knowledge and appreciation of the divine mysteries can

develop as we grasp more clearly their inherent meaning
and their salvific significance.” (Fr. Thomas Weinandy
O.F.M. Cap., What Does it Mean for Doctrine to

Develop? | Catholic Answers Magazine)

We can see this development of our understanding
throughout the centuries. At different times there have
been misunderstandings that have arisen (usually
heresies). The Church has had a number of councils to
combat these misunderstandings and define what the
Truth is as revealed by God. The Nicene Creed which
we pray at almost every Sunday Mass is an example of
this. There was a misunderstanding of who Jesus was.
Was He just human and not divine? The Nicene Creed
was developed primarily to state that Jesus was fully
divine and fully human. He is the second Person in the

Most Holy Trinity.

“The development of doctrine pertains to the Church’s
ever-growing understanding, its ever-attentive defense,
and its ever-clearer proclamation of the mysteries of
faith—a growth, defense, and proclamation that is
guided and furthered by the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of
Truth.” (Ibid.)

“Because of his transcendence, God cannot be seen as
he is, unless he himself opens up his mystery to man’s
immediate contemplation and gives him the capacity for
it.” (CCC 1028) When misunderstandings come up
about the faith, we need to pray to the Holy Spirit for
guidance and clarity. The Holy Spirit will show us the
Truth, and what is not the truth. God’s Truth is eternal
and will not change even though some may want it to.
'The mystery continues, and our understanding of the
mystery continues to grow as God leads us to know
Him better.

Esto puede provocar una sensacién de asombro. “:Cémo
hace Dios estas cosas?” Lo que es impresionante para mi
es que Dios puede hacer esto por cada persona en el
planeta todos los dias (japroximadamente 8 mil millones
de personas!).

Dios comenz6 a revelar el misterio de si mismo poco a
poco. Dios llamé a Abram a dejar su patria y viajar a una
tierra que le darfa a su descendencia, la cual seria tan
numerosa como las estrellas (Génesis 12:1-2, 7; 22:17).
Dios permanecié oculto después del tiempo de los
patriarcas hasta el tiempo de Moisés. Fue en ese
momento que El revel6 un poco mds sobre si mismo.
“Soy quien soy”. (Exodo 3:14) Dios sacé a los israelitas
de Egipto al desierto y, finalmente, a la Tierra
Prometida. Dios revel6 mis acerca de si mismo a través
de los profetas. Dios es misericordioso y bondadoso,
lento para la ira y pronto en bondad (Sal 103:8; 145:8).
Dios suplicé a su pueblo que se apartara de sus malos
caminos, se arrepintiera y volviera a El en busca del
perdén y sanacién. Conocemos la historia. La mayoria
de las veces no lo hicieron.

Dios se revel6 en Su Hijo Jests. “De muchas y diversas
maneras hablé Dios en el pasado a nuestros padres por
los profetas, pero en estos ultimos dias nos ha hablado a
nosotros por un Hijo”. Cristo, el Hijo de Dios hecho
hombre, es la Palabra tnica, perfecta e insuperable del
Padre. En él lo ha dicho todo; “no habré otra palabra
que esta”. (Catecismo de la Iglesia Catélica (CCC) 65,
ver Heb 1:1-2) Dios nos dio a Su Hijo para hacernos
saber que ahora estaba con nosotros, y que lo
conoceremos a través de Jests (Jn 14:7-10 ).

Lo que Dios ha revelado a su pueblo continda llegando a
una mayor comprensiéon a medida que pasa el tiempo.
"El Concilio Vaticano II, en su Dei Verbum
(Constitucién Dogmitica sobre la Divina Revelacién)
declaré: “El mismo Espiritu Santo [que nos lleva a la fe]
perfecciona constantemente nuestra fe con sus dones, y

para que la Revelacién sea cada vez mds profundamente
comprendida". (DV 5). Por lo tanto, lo que es
divinamente revelado no cambia ni se desarrolla. M4s
bien, nuestro conocimiento y apreciacién de los
misterios divinos pueden desarrollarse a medida que
comprendemos mids claramente su significado inherente
su significado salvifico. (P. Thomas Weinandy O.F.M.
Cap., ;Qué significa que se desarrolle la doctrina? |
Revista Catholic Answers)

Podemos ver este desarrollo de nuestra comprensién a
lo largo de los siglos. En diferentes tiempos han surgido
malentendidos (normalmente herejias). La Iglesia ha
tenido varios concilios para combatir estos
malentendidos y definir qué es la Verdad revelada por
Dios. El Credo de Nicea que rezamos en casi todas las
misas dominicales es un ejemplo de esto. Hubo un
malentendido sobre quién era Jesus. ;Era simplemente
humano y no divino? El Credo de Nicea se desarroll6
principalmente para afirmar que Jesds era plenamente
divino y plenamente humano. El es la segunda Persona
de la Santisima Trinidad.

“El desarrollo de la doctrina pertenece a la comprensién
cada vez mayor de la Iglesia, a su defensa siempre atenta
y a su proclamacién cada vez mds clara de los misterios
de la fe: un crecimiento, una defensa y una
proclamacién que son guiados y promovidos por el

Espiritu Santo, el Espiritu de Verdad”. (Ibidem.)

“Dios, por su trascendencia, no puede ser visto tal como
es, a menos que El mismo abra su misterio a la
contemplacién inmediata del hombre y le dé 1a
capacidad para ello”. (CCC 1028) Cuando surgen
malentendidos sobre la fe, debemos orar al Espiritu
Santo para que nos guie y aclare. El Espiritu Santo nos
mostrard la Verdad y lo que no es verdad. La Verdad de
Dios es eterna y no cambiard, aunque algunos lo deseen.
El misterio continta y nuestra comprensién del misterio
continua creciendo a medida que Dios nos lleva a
conocerlo mejor.
