From the Desk of Fr. Tim

We are in what may seem like the lull between the Christmas
season and Lent. These several weeks of Ordinary Time give
us time to pause and rest before the next liturgical season
begins. December is a very busy month for most people. The
month of January gives an opportunity to get back into our
routines. Many of us will almost run on autopilot again.

January and February are also months where we await spring
and the awakening of nature. The daylight hours get longer.
The days warm up a bit. Deciduous trees start budding
leaves, and some plants start shooting up sprouts from the
ground. We await all these things patiently. There is no way
for us to speed things up.

In our Gospel reading for this Sunday, Jesus returned to his
hometown of Nazareth (Lk 1:1-4; 4:14-21). He went into the
synagogue and read from the scroll, “The Spirit of the Lord is
upon me, ..." Jesus announced to the people in the
synagogue that “Today this Scripture passage is fulfilled in
your hearing.” Israel had awaited this moment for centuries.
The promises made by God through His prophets had finally
become reality. Talk about a long pause and lull before the
next phase in salvation history took place, this one lasted for
generations.

In this era of instant gratification, we click “send” or “enter”
and we receive a quick response. Patiently waiting for
something is not easy. Recall the days when someone would
go to the store and put an appliance on “layaway.” The store
owner or manager would set aside that appliance while the
person made payments until it was completely paid off. Only
then would the person receive the appliance. Today, we can
order something on Amazon and buy it on credit. We can
even expedite the product to get it quicker. We humans try to
be very efficient when it comes to selling merchandise and
keeping the customer happy. Instant gratification is being
perfected.

Much like the process of nature takes time, the divine plan
for salvation is a slow process too. It doesn't grant instant
gratification. Reading the Bible tells us this. The first disciples
of Jesus thought that He would return during their lifetime.
Here we are more than 1900 years later, and we are still
waiting for Jesus' return.

Unfortunately, this has caused some people to believe that
it is all a myth. “Know this first of all, that in the last days
scoffers will come [to] scoff, living according to their own
desires and saying, “Where is the promise of his coming?
From the time when our ancestors fell asleep, everything
has remained as it was from the beginning of creation.” (2
Pt 3:3-4) Living according to their desires gets reinforced
through instant gratification. Delay in God’s promises only
causes many people to ignore or disbelieve those
promises.

“But do not ignore this one fact, beloved, that with the Lord
one day is like a thousand years and a thousand years are
like one day. The Lord does not delay his promise, as some
regard “delay,” but he is patient with you, not wishing that
any should perish but that all should come to repentance.”
(2 Pt 3:8-9)

Maturing in the faith for individuals and for humanity (the
Body of Christ) takes time. There are no shortcuts. It's kind
of like the layaway plan. The final promise will not be
fulfilled until everything is completed. There is no instant
gratification here. One has to be patient with God's plan. In
the meantime, “let us rid ourselves of every burden and sin
that clings to us and persevere in running the race that lies
before us while keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus, the leader
and perfecter of faith.” (Heb 12:1-2) If we follow God's
“layaway” plan then the reward will one day be given to us
- eternal life.

Desde el escritorio del Padre Tim

Estamos en lo que puede parecer la pausa entre la
temporada navidefia y la Cuaresma. Estas varias semanas del
Tiempo Ordinario nos dan tiempo para hacer una pausay
descansar antes de que comience el proximo tiempo
liturgico. Diciembre es un mes muy ocupado para la mayoria
de la gente. El mes de enero brinda la oportunidad de volver
a nuestras rutinas. Muchos de nosotros casi volveremos a
funcionar en piloto automatico.

Eneroy febrero también son meses donde esperamos la
primavera y el despertar de la naturaleza. Las horas de luz se
alargan. Los dias se calientan un poco. Los arboles de hoja
caduca comienzan a tener hojas y algunas plantas comienzan
a brotar del suelo. Esperamos todo esto con paciencia. No
hay manera de que aceleremos las cosas.

En nuestra lectura del Evangelio de este domingo, Jesus
regresd a su ciudad natal de Nazaret (Lc 1,1-4; 4,14-21).
Entrd en la sinagoga y ley6 en el rollo: “El Espiritu del Sefior
esta sobre mi. . ."” Jesds anuncio a la gente en la sinagoga:
“Hoy se cumple este pasaje de la Escritura que han oido”.
Israel habia esperado este momento durante siglos. Las
promesas hechas por Dios a través de sus profetas
finalmente se habian hecho realidad. Hablamos de una larga
pausay calma antes de que tuviera lugar la siguiente fase en
la historia de la salvacion, que durd generaciones.

En esta era de gratificacion instantanea, hacemos clic en
"enviar" 0 "ingresar" y recibimos una respuesta rapida.
Esperar pacientemente algo no es facil. Recuerda los dias en
que alguien iba a la tienda y ponia un electrodomeéstico en
reserva. El duefio o gerente de la tienda apartaba ese
electrodoméstico mientras la persona realizaba los pagos
hasta liquidarlo por completo. S6lo entonces la persona
recibiria el aparato. Hoy podemos pedir algo en Amazon y
comprarlo a crédito. Incluso podemos el producto para
conseguirlo mas rapido. Los humanos intentamos ser muy
eficientes a la hora de vender mercancias y mantener
contento al cliente. La gratificacion instantanea se esta
perfeccionando.

Asi como el proceso de la naturaleza lleva tiempo, el plan
divino para la salvacion también es un proceso lento. No
otorga gratificacion instantanea. La lectura de la Biblia nos
dice esto. Los primeros discipulos de Jests pensaron que El
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regresaria durante su vida. Aqui estamos, mas de 1900
afios después, y todavia estamos esperando el regreso de
Jesus.

Desafortunadamente, esto ha hecho que algunas personas
crean que todo es un mito. “En primer lugar, sepan esto:
que en los dltimos dias vendran burladores [para]
burlarse, viviendo segun sus propios deseos y diciendo:
“;Ddénde estd la promesa de su venida? Desde el momento
en que nuestros antepasados durmieron, todo ha quedado
como estaba desde el principio de la creacion”. (2 Pe 3:3-4)
Vivir de acuerdo con sus deseos se refuerza a través de la
gratificacion instantanea. El retraso en las promesas de
Dios solo hace que muchas personas las ignoren o no
crean en ellas.

“Pero no ignores este hecho, amados, que para el Sefior un
dia es como mil afios y mil afios son como un dia. El Sefior
no demora su promesa, como algunos consideran
“demora”, sino que es paciente con nosotros, no queriendo
que ninguno perezca, sino que todos procedan al
arrepentimiento. (2 Pe 3:8-9)

Madurar en la fe para las personas y para la humanidad (el
Cuerpo de Cristo) requiere tiempo. No hay atajos. Es algo
asi como el plan de apartado. La promesa final no se
cumplird hasta que todo esté completo. Aqui no hay
gratificacion instantanea. Hay que tener paciencia con el
plan de Dios. Mientras tanto, “librémonos de toda carga y
pecado que se nos aferra y perseveremos en correr la
carrera que tenemos por delante, manteniendo nuestros
ojos fijos en Jesus, el lider y consumador de la fe”. (Heb
12:1-2) Si seguimos el plan de “reserva” de Dios, un dia se
nos dara la recompensa: la vida eterna.
