From the Desk of Fr. Tim

As we come closer to the end of February, we notice that the
daylight is increasing. We welcome back the longer daylight
hours. November through February can be challenging times
for those that suffer from seasonal affective disorder. Our
bodies and minds were meant to be in the light.

We were also meant to be in the light of Christ. St. Paul
understood this well. “Live as children of light, for light
produces every kind of goodness and righteousness and
truth.” (Eph 5:8-9) “For all of you are children of the light and
children of the day. We are not of the night or of darkness.”
(1 Thes 5:5)

Jesus warned His disciples to remain in the light, for He was
the light that He was talking about. He said, “Walk while you
have the light, so that darkness may not overcome you.
Whoever walks in the dark does not know where he is going.
While you have the light, believe in the light, so that you may
become children of the light.” (Jn 12:35-36) Jesus was telling
them to listen to Him and follow His ways. If they did this,
they would be in His light and would know the way to go. “I
am the way and the truth and the life.” (Jn 14:6) Jesus is the
way that leads to the truth that leads to eternal life. Those
that trust in His words and follow them will have eternal life.

“What came to be through him was life, and this life was the
light of the human race; the light shines in the darkness, and
the darkness has not overcome it.” (Jn 1:3-5) There is much
opposition to the light though. Darkness does not give way
easily. “And this is the verdict, that the light came into the
world, but people preferred darkness to light, because their
works were evil. For everyone who does wicked things hates
the light and does not come toward the light, so that his
works might not be exposed. But whoever lives the truth
comes to the light, so that his works may be clearly seen as
done in God.” (Jn 3:19-21)

There was much opposition to Jesus, who was the light that
came into our world. Many Pharisees and religious leaders
opposed Him. Despite all the miraculous healings that He
did, they still did not believe in Him. They were constantly
testing Him to try to trap Him so that they could get rid of
Him. They argued with Him and spoke evil against Him. (see
Mt 12:22-30) Jesus was only trying to bring them into the
light, but they remained in darkness. Remaining in the
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darkness caused their blindness to the truth. They
prevented themselves from seeing with the eyes of faith.
“Some of the Pharisees who were with him heard this and
said to him, “Surely we are not also blind, are we?" Jesus
said to them, “If you were blind, you would have no sin; but
now you are saying, ‘We see,’ so your sin remains.” (Jn
9:40-41)

There have been many prophets who spoke the word of
God throughout the centuries. Most of them were
opposed. There were missionaries sent throughout the
world to bring God's message of salvation to others. Most
of them were opposed. Many were rejected by those that
received the word, and the messengers were seen as
threats to their way of life. Many of the messengers were
killed. The darkness will do everything that it can to get rid
of the light.

Not much changes, they yell; they scream. They call the
messengers evil. They condemn. The darkness does not
want the light, for the light reveals the truth and exposes
the evil. “More tortuous than all else is the human heart,
beyond remedy; who can understand it?” (Jer 17:9) Only
God is able to transform the human heart. Only God can
overcome the darkness of sin and open the eyes to see the
truth. Will we accept the truth? Or will we reject it and
prefer to remain in the darkness? “The way of Christ “leads
to life”; a contrary way “leads to destruction.” The Gospel
parable of the two ways remains ever present in the
catechesis of the Church; it shows the importance of moral
decisions for our salvation: “There are two ways, the one of
life, the other of death; but between the two, there is a
great difference.” (Catechism of the Catholic Church 1696)
If God's light reveals something, believe it. “If you remain in
my word, you will truly be my disciples, and you will know
the truth, and the truth will set you free.” (Jn 31-32)

“Whoever has ears ought to hear.” (Mt 11:15)

5:5)

Jesus advirtid a sus discipulos que permanecieran en la luz,
porque El era la luz de la que hablaba. El dijo: “Caminen
mientras tengan la luz, para que las tinieblas no los venzan.
