From the Desk of Fr. Tim

| want to wish everyone a happy and blessed Thanksgiving. May
the Lord bless you with safe travels, good health, and good
fellowship. For those who are away from family for whatever
circumstances, please know the love and prayers of our parish
family are with you.

The pilgrimage to Greece continues. We drove from Thessaloniki
to Veria (Biblical name Berea, Acts 17:10-13). Many people in this
village were receptive to St. Paul's message. However, this was
another village in which St. Paul was harassed by some Jews that
followed him from Thessalonica who thought that Paul was
preaching heresy. Paul was preaching that Jesus was the Messiah
and had risen from the dead. Unfortunately, the Jews that
harassed Paul didn't believe him.

We made the long drive to Karditsa. The day was coming to an
end, so we stayed there overnight. After dinner, several of us
walked through the town square. It was a nice evening with the
temperature in the mid-70s. There were many people out, young
families, seniors, and groups of children. It had a wonderful
family atmosphere and felt very safe. There were sidewalk
restaurants, stores, and artisans selling their wares.

The next day we left Karditsa and drove to Kalambaka. The name
is from the time of the Turks and means “amazing caves.” The
Turks were amazed at the many caves in the rock formations.
Centuries ago, many monks were living in those caves. When the
Turks arrived, the monks built several monasteries on the top of
the rock formations for safety. These were also places of solitude
to contemplate the mysteries of God. We visited the one
dedicated to St. Stephen the Martyr. The view from up there was
spectacular. The grounds were well maintained, and the chapel
was ornately painted with many icons. It must have been quite
something to construct these buildings at the top of these high
formations. After having lunch in Kalambaka, we drove through
the mountains to Arachova where we spent the night. This was a
beautiful, quiet place in the mountains.

We left the mountain resort for the archeological site of Delphi.
Delphi was quite famous in ancient Greece as a place where
some people would go to the oracle of Delphi for advice or to ask
what may happen in the future. St. Paul visited this place and
exorcised an oracle demon out of a young woman (see Acts
16:16). The archeological site has been well preserved here.

From here, we drove to Athens. As | mentioned in an earlier
letter, Athens is the largest city in Greece with a population
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of 5.5 million people. We arrived on a Saturday, so traffic
was good. Our guide told us that the weekday traffic is
terrible. Because traffic was good, we had some time to get
a short driving tour through the city. One place we stopped
at was the Olympic stadium built for the 1896 Olympic
games. This was the first Olympic games in the modern
area.

The city of Athens was named after the goddess Athena. St.
Paul visited this city too, trying to convert the people.
“While Paul was waiting for them in Athens, he grew
exasperated at the sight of the city full of idols. So he
debated in the synagogue with the Jews and with the
worshipers, and daily in the public square with whoever
happened to be there. ... They took him and led him to the
Areopagus and said, “May we learn what this new teaching
is that you speak of?"” (Acts 17:16-20)

In the morning, we drove to the Acropolis of Athens. This
was built approximately 500 B.C. It is a well-preserved site.
Even early in the morning, it was crowded with people. |
wondered how many millions of people had visited this
place over the centuries. As one walked up the hill to the
Acropolis, we went through an entrance. In the ancient
world, it was believed that going through this entrance one
crossed from the earthly world to the sacred. We walked
around the Temple of Athena, and over to the Temple of
Athena and Poseidon. The Greek culture must have been
steeped in the beliefs of these gods and goddesses, so
much so that St. Paul had a difficult time making any
converts. Just outside the entrance to the Acropolis is Mars
Hill. This is the area where Paul made his speech at the
Areopagus (see Acts 17:22ff). We climbed this area. | was
trying to imagine Paul giving his speech at this location.
There are no buildings on this site. It is just bare rock now.

After our visit here, we drove to a restaurant for lunch. The
restaurant was next to a canal. The seating overlooked the
canal. There was a bridge there that lowered into the water
whenever any boat passed through the canal. Yes, that is
correct, the bridge lowered into the water. We watched this
happen several times while we had our lunch there. The
canal was originally started by the Emperor Nero. It went
incomplete until the mid-1800s. The canal connects the
lonian and the Aegean seas. More travel stories to come.

For them, the human suﬁering of war is compounded by the unique
challenges that wartime conditions present for them as consecrated
religious. Questions of how religious communities balance ministry

to the needy with the sisters and brothers’ needs to live their vows of
prayer and community under such extraordinary circumstances require
thoughtful responses.

Aided by tunding from the collection, the Patriarchal Curia of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church gathered sisters, brothers, and their
superiors for the spiritual renewal of a pilgrimage as well as formation
sessions to address the challenges facing their communities. Your sup-
port for the Collection for the Church in Central and Eastern Europe is
a vital way for you to make a tangible difference in the lives of Catholics
in Ukraine and more than 25 other countries in Central and

Eastern Europe.

Desde el escritorio del Padre Tim

Les deseo a todos un feliz y bendecido Dia de Accién de Gracias. Que
el Sefior les conceda viajes seguros, buena salud y una agradable
convivencia. Para quienes se encuentran lejos de su familia por
cualquier motivo, sepan que el amor y las oraciones de nuestra
familia parroquial los acompafian.

La peregrinacién a Grecia continta. Viajamos en coche desde
Tesaldnica hasta Veria (nombre biblico: Berea, Hechos 17:10-13).
Muchos habitantes de este pueblo recibieron con agrado el mensaje
de San Pablo. Sin embargo, este fue otro pueblo donde San Pablo
fue acosado por algunos judios que lo seguian desde Tesal6nica,
quienes creian que Pablo predicaba herejias. Pablo predicaba que
Jesus era el Mesias y que habia resucitado de entre los muertos.
Desafortunadamente, los judios que lo acosaban no le creian.

Hicimos el largo viaje en coche hasta Karditsa. El dia llegaba a su fin,
asi que pasamos la noche alli. Después de cenar, varios de nosotros
dimos un paseo por la plaza del pueblo. Era una noche agradable,
con una temperatura de alrededor de 75 grados. Habia mucha gente
en la calle: familias jévenes, personas mayores y grupos de nifios. Se
respiraba un ambiente familiar maravilloso y nos sentiamos muy
seguros. Habia restaurantes con terraza, tiendas y artesanos
vendiendo sus productos.

Al dia siguiente, dejamos Karditsa y condujimos hasta Kalambaka. Su
nombre proviene de la época de los turcos y significa "cuevas
asombrosas". Los turcos quedaron maravillados por las numerosas
cuevas en las formaciones rocosas. Siglos atras, muchos monjes
vivian en ellas. Cuando llegaron los turcos, los monjes construyeron
varios monasterios en la cima de las formaciones rocosas para
mayor seguridad. Estos también eran lugares de soledad para
contemplar los misterios de Dios. Visitamos el dedicado a San
Esteban Martir. La vista desde alli era espectacular. Los jardines
estaban bien cuidados y la capilla estaba ricamente decorada con
numerosos iconos. Debi6 de ser toda una hazafia construir estos
edificios en la cima de estas altas formaciones. Después de almorzar
en Kalambaka, condujimos a través de las montafias hasta Arachova,
donde pasamos la noche. Era un lugar hermoso y tranquilo en la
montafia.

We left the mountain resort for the archeological site of Delphi.
Delphi was quite famous in ancient Greece as a place where some
people would go to the oracle of Delphi for advice or to ask what
may happen in the future. St. Paul visited this place and exorcised an
oracle demon out of a young woman (see Acts 16:16). The
archeological site has been well preserved here.

Desde alli, condujimos hasta Atenas. Como mencioné en una carta
anterior, Atenas es la ciudad mas grande de Grecia, con una
poblacion de 5,5 millones de habitantes. Llegamos un sabado, asi

que el trafico era fluido. Nuestro guia nos comenté que el
trafico entre semana es terrible. Gracias a la fluidez del
trafico, tuvimos tiempo para hacer un breve recorrido en
coche por la ciudad. Una de las paradas que hicimos fue el
Estadio Olimpico, construido para los Juegos Olimpicos de
1896. Estos fueron los primeros Juegos Olimpicos celebrados
en la zona moderna.

La ciudad de Atenas recibi6 su nombre de la diosa Atenea.
San Pablo también visit esta ciudad, intentando convertir a
sus habitantes. "Mientras Pablo los esperaba en Atenas, se
indignd al ver la ciudad llena de idolos. Asi que discutia en |a
sinagoga con los judios y con los que los adoraban, y a diario
en la plaza publica con quienquiera que estuviera alli. ... Lo
llevaron al Aredpago y le preguntaron: ";Podemos saber en
qué consiste esta nueva ensefianza de la que hablas?""
(Hechos 17:16-20).

Por la mafiana, fuimos en coche a la Acrdpolis de Atenas. Fue
construida aproximadamente en el afio 500 a. C. y se
encuentra en excelente estado de conservacidn. Incluso a
primera hora de la mafiana, estaba repleta de gente. Me
pregunté cuantos millones de personas habrian visitado este
lugar a lo largo de los siglos. Al subir la colina hacia la
Acrépolis, pasamos por una entrada. En la antigliedad, se
creia que al cruzar esta entrada se pasaba del mundo terrenal
al sagrado. Recorrimos el Templo de Atenea y luego el Templo
de Atenea y Poseiddn. La cultura griega debia de estar
profundamente arraigada en las creencias de estos dioses y
diosas, tanto que a San Pablo le costé mucho trabajo
conseguir conversos. Justo a la entrada de la Acrdpolis se
encuentra el Aredpago. Este es el lugar donde Pablo
pronuncio su discurso en el Aredpago (véase Hechos 17:22y
siguientes). Subimos a esta colina. Intentaba imaginar a Pablo
dando su discurso en este lugar. No hay edificios en el sitio.
Ahora solo queda roca y nada mas.

Después de nuestra visita, fuimos a un restaurante a
almorzar. El restaurante estaba junto a un canal. Las mesas
daban al canal. Habia un puente que se sumergia en el agua
cada vez que pasaba un barco. Si, asi es, el puente se
sumergia. Lo vimos varias veces mientras almorzabamos. El
canal fue iniciado por el emperador Nerén, pero no se
termind hasta mediados del siglo XIX. El canal conecta los
mares Jonico y Egeo. jPronto les contaré mas historias de
viajes!
