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FROM THE DESK OF FR. GARY

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Today we gather to celebrate the Seventh Sunday
in Ordinary Time. This is the last Sunday before
we enter into our Lenten journey to Easter. 'This
coming Wednesday, we will be marked with ashes
as a sign of our repentance and our desire to turn
away from sin and be more faithful to the life of
discipleship that Jesus calls us to.

Each Lent we have this wonderful opportunity to
pause and reflect on our walk with the Lord. Lent
is not a time to beat ourselves up, but to look
honestly at our relationship with God, and to seek
to draw closer to the Love that created us, the
Love that sustains us, and the Love that calls us to
more abundant life.

There is a familiarity to this journey. We engage
the ancient disciplines of prayer, fasting and
almsgiving as tools to help us on our way. We
provide more time for the encounter with the
healing, forgiving Christ in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. We offer experiences — retreats,
small group prayer and reflection, Stations of the
Cross, Operation Rice Bowl — as opportunities for
deepening our relationship with the Lord.

'This season of Lent is also a privileged time for
walking with our Catechumens and Candidates as
they approach the Easter Sacraments. This is a
very special time for them as they enter into this
more intense period of preparation. On Friday,
March 3, we will celebrate our regional Rite of
Election at St. John’s. At this powerful liturgy, our
Catechumens with be called (“Elected”) by the
Bishop for Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist
at the Easter Vigil, and our Candidates for Full
Communion, will be called to continuing
conversion as they prepare for their Profession of
Faith in the Catholic Church, and the sacraments
of Confirmation and Holy Communion.

We will continue to accompany our Catechumens
with special rituals, called “scrutinies,” at the
11:30am and 5:00pm Masses on the Third, Fourth
and Fifth Sundays of Lent. These special prayers
are meant to assist those who are approaching full
initiation. In the ritual on these three Sundays we
will say: “We pray for them now that they be
given a spirit of repentance, a sense of sin, and

that together we be given the true freedom of the
children of God.”

It is that freedom of the children of God that all
of us seek - the baptized, catechumens and
candidates, as we make our way through Lent to
the glory of Easter. While this is a serious and
sober season, it is not a sad season. While we will
reflect on our lives and our own brokenness that
needs healing, we also know the end of the story.
We know that Lent prepares us for celebrating
Christ’s victory over sin and death.

Each Sunday of Lent, like every Sunday of the
year, we gather on the first day of the week, the
Day of the Resurrection, to give praise and thanks
to God for the new life given us through the death
and resurrection of Jesus.

May the ashes we smear on our foreheads this
coming Wednesday, be a reminder of our own
mortality and our dependence on God for
everything. May these ashes be a sign of our desire
over the next forty days to clear away those things
that can get in the way of our walking with the
Lord as He accompanies us toward new and
everlasting life.

And may our catechumens and candidates know
our love and support as they prepare to become
one with us in the Catholic faith!

Have a wonderful Lent!!

Este tiempo de Cuaresma es también un tiempo
privilegiado para caminar con nuestros Catectimenos y
Candidatos a medida que se acercan a los Sacramentos
Pascuales.

Mientras que reflexionaremos sobre
nuestras vidas y nuestro propio quebrantamiento que
necesita sanacién, también conocemos el final de la
historia. Sabemos que la Cuaresma nos prepara para
celebrar la victoria de Cristo sobre el pecado y la
muerte.

ASDAYS FOR LIFE.

40 Days for Life is an internationally coordinated 40-Day campaign that aims to end abortion
locally through prayer and fasting, community outreach, and a peaceful, all-day vigil in front
of abortion businesses.

First Vancouver campaign in 2009 saw a couple change their plan to abort their baby when
they saw our volunteers praying on the sidewalk. “My girl friend and | have decided to give
our baby up for adoption.”

Hearts broken by abortion begin to hope and heal. In 2017 a lady told us about her abortion
over 20 years ago. Our response: “We grieve for your loss.” She said: “No one has ever said
that to me before.” We told her about a man who shared that he was supporting his
unmarried sister and her two year old after their parents told her to have an abortion. And we
prayed with her asking our heavenly Father to forgive us the evil things we have done in our
life... when God made us to love Him and our neighbor. Then she thanked us for praying for
her baby and took our packet of literature with post-abortion healing information inside.

We pray, fast and offer life-affirming alternatives to abortion from the public right of way on
NE 116th Ave. a block north of Mill Plain across from PP abortion center. Join other
parishioners at the vigil on Mondays during the campaign from 9 am to 4:30 pm. Go for one
hour to pray and be a visible sign of God’s love and mercy for the unborn and their mothers.

A group of parishioners will also be praying the rosary at the church Memorial Garden on
Saturdays at 10:00. The garden is located outside the southeast corner of the church,
between the church and the rectory.

ASDAYS FOR LIFE.

40 Dias por la Vida es una campana de 40 dias coordinada internacionalmente que tiene como
objetivo poner fin al aborto localmente a través de la oracién y el ayuno, el alcance comunitario y una
vigilia pacifica de todo el dia frente a los negocios de aborto.

La primera campara de Vancouver en 2009 vio a una pareja cambiar su plan para abortar su bebé
cuando vieron a nuestros voluntarios rezando en la acera. "Mi novia y yo hemos decidido dar a
nuestro bebé en adopcién.”

Los corazones rotos por el aborto comienzan a tener esperanza y sanar. En 2017 una sefiora nos dijo
sobre su aborto hace mas de 20 afos. Nuestra respuesta: “Nos afligimos por su pérdida." Ella dijo:
“Nadie me habia dicho eso antes”. Le contamos sobre un hombre que compartié que estaba
manteniendo a su hermana soltera y a su hijo de dos anos después de que sus padres le dijeron que
abortara. Y oramos con ella pidiéndole a nuestro Padre celestial que nos perdone las cosas malas que
hemos hecho en nuestra vida... cuando Dios nos hizo para amarlo a El y al préjimo.
