From the Desk of Fr. Tim

| try to reflect with you about a variety of subjects in my bulletin
letters. Most of them have a spiritual nature. These can cause
some people to ponder the mysteries of our faith and help in
their search for a deeper relationship with God. Some are
catechetical. Sharing God's Truth and the teachings of the Church
expand our understanding of God's ways. Some are
informational as we try to keep the lines of communication as
open as possible. My hope is always that these reflections draw
us closer to Christ and to one another as a parish family.

| have noticed the guidance of the Holy Spirit as | write the
letters. Some are easy to write, the message comes out without
too much effort. Some are more challenging to write and can be
difficult to do. | take the task seriously and try to listen for what
God might be asking me to share with our community.

In this letter, | would like to give you an update on Partners in the
Gospel for our Family 45. | know that some people find the name
“Family 45" a bit impersonal and have asked if we could have a
temporary name. In our discernment on this topic, we decided
that if we chose a temporary name then some people may think
that this would be our permanent name. Then in July 2027 when
we receive a permanent name, there would be some confusion
as to why the temporary name got changed. We wanted to avoid
this confusion, so we decided to stay with Family 45 until the
permanent name is given.

This journey of becoming one parish family involves both spiritual
growth and practical adjustments. We have formed what is called
the Parish Family Advisory Council (PFAC). This is the new
Pastoral Council for Family 45 and replaces the Pastoral Councils
at the individual parishes. There are some members of the 3
pastoral councils that are also on the PFAC. The members of the
PFAC will be very involved in forming the One Parish Plan (OPP)
for Family 45. The OPP will be a kind of roadmap for how we will
share our gifts, resources, and ministries together. The OPP will
be submitted to the Archbishop as to how our 3 parishes and 2
schools will be working together as a Family. We recently asked
the people of all 3 parishes to fill out a survey on “What are our
gifts?” Thank you to all who responded, we will be providing
those results soon. In the coming months we will have synodal
listening sessions at all 3 locations where we will reflect together
on this question, “What are the opportunities and challenges for
our new Family?” We will be announcing the dates and locations
for those synodal listening sessions soon. | hope you will join us
for these conversations in the spirit of prayer, openness and
trust.
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We are also working toward having key staff members that
will be coordinating ministries for Family 45. We are fortunate
that most of these staff members were already on staff at one
of the 3 locations. A good way to see this is that sharing
resources benefits everybody within the Family. A smaller
parish doesn’'t have to hire extra staff to meet certain needs.
We are able to share what we already have with each other.
For Family 45, the staff members are: Tracy Joy - Children’s
Faith Formation and Children’s OCIA, Debbie Adams - Adult
Faith Formation and Adult OCIA, Jen Graves - Assisting with
Faith Formation, James Bartel - Liturgist, Cynthia Garcia -
Assisting with Liturgy, Mary Hernandez - PA for Pastoral Care,
and Shane McCormick - Communications. Our 3 Pastoral
Assistants for Administration (Carrie Moschetti, Thuong
ChuChe, and Lorrie Williams-Conway) are still working at
individual locations but have been coordinating efforts on a
regular basis in the movement toward becoming one parish
family.

As part of this transition, some difficult but necessary
decisions are being made - including changes to Mass
schedules. Starting Sunday, September 7", the Proto-
Cathedral will move to a new Sunday schedule: 8:00 and
10:30 am. This decision was not made lightly. It was grounded
in care for our clergy, stewardship of our resources, and
thoughtful preparation for the future. With smaller Mass
attendance, having two rather than three Masses allows for
fuller liturgical celebrations, less strain on our priests, and
more flexibility for faith formation - especially for our
children.

With this change in Mass times, the Sunday Masses for Family
45 will be: 8:00 am (Proto-Cathedral), 9:00 am (OLL, St.
Joseph), 10:30 am (PC), 11:00 am (OLL), 11:30 am (St. Joseph -
Spanish), 5:00 pm (St. Joseph). This provides a variety of
options for Sunday Mass. The Vietnamese Mass at 1:30 pm at
the PC may move to an earlier time in September too. We will
announce this when it happens.

Through all of this we pray that the Holy Spirit will continue to
guide us through the process of Partners in the Gospel and
through the endeavors of our individual lives. As we know
from Scripture, change is inevitable, challenging, and can be
unsettling (read the book of Exodus). We pray for a greater
sense of trust in God's loving providence.

PARISH FAMILY 45 NEWS

Proto-Cathedral New Mass Times
Effective September 7, 2025

After consultation with many people and groups,
the Archdiocese has given approval for the Sunday
Mass times at the Proto-Cathedral to be changed.
Starting September 7, 2025, the Mass times on
Sunday will be 8:00 and 10:30 am. The 8:00 am
Mass will not have any music like the 7:30 Mass is
now. The 10:30 am Mass will have music like the
11:00 Mass has now. One of the reasons for the
change is that the 3 English Masses on Sunday are
typically between 25% - 35% capacity of the church.
Reducing to 2 Masses should increase the capacity.
A second reason is that 3 Masses back-to-back is
difficult on the priest. Celebrating 2 Masses will help
ease the stress on the priest. A third reason is the
priest shortage. The number of available priests
continues to decrease. It is also getting more
difficult to recruit priests from other countries. We
should prepare for this to continue. A fourth reason
is that having the Masses at 8:00 and 10:30 will
allow more time for Children’s Faith Formation
classes between those Masses. Families won't feel
rushed, and children will have extra time to learn
those valuable lessons about our faith.

The Vietnamese Mass time will also be moving from
1:30 pm to 12:30 pm, also effective September 7.
Confession for this Mass will move to 12:00 pm.

New Bulletin Format

Starting this week, news will no longer be
separated by church location. Please pay close
attention to where any given event or ministry is
taking place. While everyone is welcome to attend
events across the entire parish family, please note

that some events will be for specific people/groups.

United States and its current

and former territories are
considered “home mission dioceses,”
meaning that local conditions such
as small, widely dispersed Catholic
populations and economic hardships
prevent those dioceses from
operating their ministries without
outside support. For example, with
the smallest Catholic population in
the 48 continental United States,
spread across 66,800 square miles
of mountainous terrain and mgged
Oregon desert, the Diocese of Baker
is so extensive that many parishes are
a minimum of 50 miles from each
other, and only one town has more
than one parish,

Support provided to the diocese from
the Catholic Home Missions Appeal
covered the cost of having a priest
in residence for two rural parishes.

Without this support, more than 400
parishioners would not be able 1o
receive the sacraments regularly. The
work of Catholic Home Missions

in the diocese extends beyond such
basic support to includes its family
life enhancement program, which
helps parishes overcome the isolation
that families experienced during the
pandemic, isolation that has become
an ongoing challenge in rural
communities,

Desde el escritorio del Padre Tim

En mis cartas para el boletin, intento reflexionar con ustedes sobre
diversos temas. La mayoria son de caracter espiritual. Estas pueden
inspirar a algunas personas a reflexionar sobre los misterios de
nuestra fe y ayudarlas en su bisqueda de una relacién mas
profunda con Dios. Algunas son catequéticas. Compartir la verdad
de Dios y las ensefianzas de la Iglesia amplia nuestra comprension
de los caminos de Dios. Otras son informativas, ya que procuramos
mantener la comunicacién lo mas abierta posible. Mi esperanza es
siempre que estas reflexiones nos acerquen mas a Cristoy a los
demas como familia parroquial.

He notado la guia del Espiritu Santo al escribir las cartas. Algunas
son faciles de escribir; el mensaje se transmite sin mucho esfuerzo.
Otras son mas dificiles de escribir y pueden ser dificiles de hacer. Me
tomo la tarea en serio y trato de escuchar lo que Dios me pide
compartir con nuestra comunidad.

En esta carta, quisiera brindarles informacion actualizada sobre la
iniciativa "Compafieros en el Evangelio" para nuestra Familia 45. Sé
que algunas personas consideran el nombre "Familia 45" un poco
impersonal y han preguntado si podriamos tener un nombre
temporal. Después de analizar este tema, decidimos que, si
elegiamos un nombre temporal, algunas personas podrian pensar
que seria nuestro nombre permanente. En julio de 2027, cuando
recibamos un nombre permanente, habria cierta confusién sobre el
motivo del cambio. Para evitar esta confusion, decidimos seguir con
el nombre "Familia 45" hasta que se nos dé el nombre permanente.

Este camino para convertirnos en una sola familia parroquial implica
tanto crecimiento espiritual como ajustes practicos. Hemos formado
el Consejo Asesor de la Familia Parroquial (PFAC). Este es el nuevo
Consejo Pastoral para la Familia 45 y reemplaza a los Consejos
Pastorales de cada parroquia. Algunos miembros de los tres
consejos pastorales también forman parte del PFAC. Los miembros
del PFAC participaran activamente en la elaboracién del Plan de Una
Parroquia (OPP) para la Familia 45. El OPP servira como una hoja de
ruta para compartir nuestros dones, recursos y ministerios. El OPP
se presentara al Arzobispo para indicar como nuestras tres
parroquias y dos escuelas trabajaran juntas como Familia.
Recientemente, solicitamos a los feligreses de las tres parroquias
que completaran una encuesta sobre ";Cudles son nuestros
dones?". Gracias a todos los que respondieron; pronto publicaremos
los resultados. En los préximos meses, tendremos sesiones de
escucha sinodal en las tres sedes donde reflexionaremos juntos
sobre esta pregunta: ";Cuales son las oportunidades y los desafios
para nuestra nueva Familia?". Prdximamente, anunciaremos las
fechas y lugares de las sesiones de escucha sinodal. Espero que nos
acompafien en estas conversaciones con un espiritu de oracion,
aperturay confianza.

También estamos trabajando para contar con personal clave que
coordinara los ministerios de Familia 45. Afortunadamente, la
mayoria de este personal ya trabajaba en una de las tres sedes.
Esto se refleja en que compartir recursos beneficia a todos en la
Familia. Una parroquia pequefia no tiene que contratar personal
adicional para cubrir ciertas necesidades. Podemos compartir lo
que ya tenemos. Para Familia 45, el personal es: Tracy Joy
(Formacion en la Fe Familiar y OCIA de nifios), Debbie Adams
(Formacion en la Fe de Adultos y OCIA de Adultos), Jen Graves
(Asistente de Formacion en la Fe), James Bartel (Liturgia), Cynthia
Garcia (Asistente en Liturgia), Mary Hernandez (Asistente
Pastoral del Cuidado Pastoral) y Shane McCormick
(Comunicaciones). Nuestras tres Asistentes Pastorales para la
Administracién (Carrie Moschetti, Thuong ChuChe y Lorrie
Williams-Conway) todavia estan trabajando en nuestras sedes
individuales, pero han estado coordinando esfuerzos de manera
regular en el movimiento hacia convirtiéndonos en una familia
parroquial.

Como parte de esta transicion, se estan tomando algunas
decisiones dificiles pero necesarias, incluyendo cambios en los
horarios de misas. A partir del domingo 7 de septiembre, la
Proto-Catedral adoptara un nuevo horario dominical: 8:00 y
10:30 am. Esta decisidn no se tomd a la ligera. Se basd en el
cuidado de nuestro clero, la administracién de nuestros recursos
y una cuidadosa preparacién para el futuro. Con una asistencia
menor a misas, celebrar dos en lugar de tres permite
celebraciones liturgicas mas completas, menos presion para
nuestros sacerdotes y mayor flexibilidad para la formacién en la
fe, especialmente para nuestros nifios.

Con este cambio en el horario de misas, las misas dominicales
para la Familia 45 seran: 8:00 am (Proto-Catedral), 9:00 am (OLL,
St. Joseph), 10:30 am (PC), 11:00 am (OLL), 11:30 am (St. Joseph -
espafiol), 5:00 pm (St. Joseph). Esto ofrece diversas opciones
para la misa dominical. La misa vietnamita a la 1:30 pm en la PC
también podria cambiarse a un horario mas temprano en
septiembre. Lo anunciaremos cuando suceda.

Através de todo esto, oramos para que el Espiritu Santo
continde guiandonos en el proceso de Compafieros en el
Evangelio y en los esfuerzos de nuestras vidas. Como sabemos
por las Escrituras, el cambio es inevitable, desafiante y puede ser
inquietante (lean el libro del Exodo). Oramos por una mayor
confianza en la amorosa providencia de Dios.

Debemos prepararnos para que esto continte. Una
cuarta razon es que celebrar las misas a las 8:00 amy a
las 10:30 am permitird mas tiempo para las clases de
Formacion en la Fe de los Nifios entre misas. Las familias
no se sentiran presionadas y los nifios tendran mas
tiempo para aprender esas valiosas lecciones sobre
nuestra fe.
