From the Desk of Fr. Tim

The three pillars of Lenten devotion are prayer, fasting, and
almsgiving.These are ancient practices. They are not
something recently invented by the Church. Even though we
are close to Easter, | think that it is still good to be reminded
to persevere in our Lenten devotions. If we do, it will bear
much spiritual fruit. The following is from the Liturgy of the
Hours, Office of Readings from Tuesday of the third week in
Lent. It is a sermon by St. Peter Chrysologus, who lived in the
fifth century. | believe it explains very well the importance of
prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. As you read, you will notice
that St. Peter equates almsgiving with mercy.

“There are three things, my brethren, by which faith stands firm,
devotion remains constant, and virtue endures. They are prayer,
fasting and mercy. Prayer knocks at the door, fasting obtains,
mercy receives. Prayer, mercy and fasting: these three are one,
and they give life to each other.

Fasting is the soul of prayer, mercy is the lifeblood of fasting. Let
no one try to separate them; they cannot be separated. If you
have only one of them or not all together, you have nothing. So if
you pray, fast; if you fast, show mercy; if you want your petition
to be heard, hear the petition of others. If you do not close your
ear to others you open God’s ear to yourself.

When you fast, see the fasting of others. If you want God to know
that you are hungry, know that another is hungry.If you hope for

mercy, show mercy.lf you look for kindness, show kindness.If you

want to receive, give. If you ask for yourself what you deny others,
your asking is a mockery.

Let this be the pattern for all men when they practice mercy:
show mercy to others in the same way, with the same generosity,
with the same promptness, as you want others to show mercy to
you.

Therefore, let prayer, mercy and fasting be one single plea to God
on our behalf, one speech in our defense, a threefold united
prayer in our favor.

Let us use fasting to make up for what we have lost by despising
others. Let us offer our souls in sacrifice by means of fasting.
There is nothing more pleasing that we can offer to God, as the
psalmist said in prophecy: A sacrifice to God Is a broken spirit;
God does not despise a bruised and humbled heart.

Offer your soul to God, make him an oblation of your fasting,
so that your soul may be a pure offering, a holy sacrifice, a
living victim, remaining your own and at the same time
made over to God. Whoever fails to give this to God will not
be excused, for if you are to give him yourself you are never
without the means of giving.

To make these acceptable, mercy must be added. Fasting
bears no fruit unless it is watered by mercy. Fasting dries up
when mercy dries up. Mercy is to fasting as rain is to the
earth. However much you may cultivate your heart, clear the
soil of your nature, root out vices, sow virtues, it you do not
release the springs of mercy, your fasting will bear no fruit.

When you fast, if your mercy is thin your harvest will be thin;
when you fast, what you pour out in mercy overflows into
your barn. Therefore, do not lose by saving, but gather in by
scattering. Give to the poor, and you give to yourself. You will
not be allowed to keep what you have refused to give to
others.”

A powerful sermon by St. Peter Chrysologus written over
1500 years ago that is still applicable today. As we
quickly approach Easter, may we continue to grow in the
grace of God by our prayer, fasting, almsgiving (mercy).
To our loving God who is the source of mercy and
generosity, may we offer up our praise and thanksgiving.
May we always appreciate the abundant blessings that
He has given to us in our lives, and learn to be generous
and merciful ourselves.

Si pides para ti lo que
niegas a otros, tu peticion es una burla.

Que este sea el modelo para todos los hombres al practicar la
misericordia: mostrar misericordia a los demds de la misma
manera, con la misma generosidad y prontitud con la que
desean que los demds la muestren a ustedes.

Por lo tanto, que la oracion, la misericordia y el ayuno sean una
sola sdplica a Dios por nosotros, un solo discurso en nuestra
defensa, una triple oracion unida a nuestro favor.

Ofrece tu alma a Dios, haz de ella una oblacion de tu ayuno,
para que tu alma sea una ofrenda pura, un sacrificio santo,
una victima viva, permaneciendo tuya y al mismo tiempo
entregada a Dios. Quien no entregue esto a Dios no tendrd
excusa, pues si te entregas a ti mismo, nunca te faltardn los
medios para dar.

Para que esto sea aceptable, debe afiadirse la misericordia. EI
ayuno no da fruto si no es regado por la misericordia. El ayuno
se seca cuando la misericordia se seca. La misericordia es al
ayuno como la lluvia, a la tierra. Por mucho que cultives tu
corazon, limpies la tierra de tu naturaleza, desarraigues los
vicios, siembres virtudes, si no liberas las fuentes de la
misericordia, tu ayuno no dard fruto.

Cuando ayunas, si tu misericordia es escasa, tu cosecha serd
escasa; cuando ayunas, lo que viertes con misericordia rebosa
en tu granero. Por lo tanto, no pierdas ahorrando, sino recoge
repartiendo. Da a los pobres y te dards a ti mismo. No podrds
conservar lo que te has negado a dar a otros.”
