From the Desk of Fr. Tim

One thing that I have struggled with for most of my life is
seeing some people not pulling their weight. What do | mean
by this? As children, some parents assign chores. Some
children will be working hard to complete their chores. Others
will be doing everything they can to get out of doing them.
Sometimes, the hard workers get extra work because the lazy
ones aren't doing theirs.

Children are very perceptive about fairness. If chores aren't
equally divided and enforced, then many children will be
quick to point this out. “It's not fair!” is usually the cry. It can
be frustrating when one or both parents respond, “Don’t
worry about your brother (or sister) just get your chores
done.” (Can you tell | dealt with this one as a kid)

This can happen in school too. A group assignment may be
given. The teacher divides tasks equally to the members of the
group. One student in the group does as little as possible on
the assignment. The others in the group want to do well, so
they pull up the slack. The lazy student gets away with it and
enjoys the same grade that the hard-working students get.

I've seen this happen in the workplace too, someone not
working that hard and getting away with it. They feel
confident that their job is secure even though their
performance may be lacking. The work needs to get done
though, so the hard workers get stuck with most of the work.
Complaints about lack of fairness seem to fall on deaf ears.
Anybody in management knows that dealing with HR issues is
a major headache. This is one reason why a lot of people get
away with behavior like this.

This can happen in the Church too. “NO! Not the Church.
Everyone is supposed to be holy and do the right thing. We're
Christians after alll” I'm sorry, fallen human nature affects
everyone equally. Some are more prone to the fallen part
than others. This even happened in the early Church. Some of
the first Christians thought that Jesus would return as soon as
possible. Why work if Jesus will return soon and take us to
heaven. (see 2 Thes 3:6ff) Even today, there seems to be the
20/80 rule: 20% of the people do 80% of the work.

| believe that God would say something similar to what my
parents said, “Don’'t worry about others, just do what you
have to do to get your work done. If you have to pull up the
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slack because of others, then do it without complaining.”
“For God is the one who, for his good purpose, works in you
both to desire and to work. Do everything without
grumbling or questioning, that you may be blameless and
innocent, children of God without blemish in the midst of a
crooked and perverse generation, among whom you shine
like lights in the world.” (Phil 2:13-15) God places in our
hearts the desire to work and do it well. If someone does
the opposite out of laziness, then that person is going
against what God has placed in his or her heart. In the long
run, it only hurts the person that tries to get out of work.
God wants us to work hard and do the best job that we can,
then we will be like the light of Christ shining in the world.

This is a difficult lesson to learn and implement in life. We
see the unfairness. We want justice done. It may never
happen in this life. Many people will continue to be lazy
because they know that they can get away with it. God
assures us that we will be rewarded for our faithfulness. If
not in this life, then in the next. “But store up treasuresin
heaven.” (Mt 6:20) “Whatever you do, do from the heart, as
for the Lord and not for others, knowing that you will
receive from the Lord the due payment of the inheritance.”
(Col 3:23-24)

Rather than join in being lazy, “If they can get away with
doing very little, then | am going to do as little as possible
too.” Continue to work hard and do it for God. “For your
reward will be great in heaven.” Besides, | imagine that
purgatory has a lot of lazy people in it; or is that just my
wishful thinking? (Maybe I'm still dealing with this issue.
Please pray for me)

Proto-Cathedral New Mass Times
Effective September 7, 2025

After consultation with many people and groups,
the Archdiocese has given approval for the Sunday
Mass times at the Proto-Cathedral to be changed.
Starting September 7, 2025, the Mass times on
Sunday will be 8:00 and 10:30 am. The 8:00 am
Mass will not have any music like the 7:30 Mass is
now. The 10:30 am Mass will have music like the
11:00 Mass has now. One of the reasons for the
change is that the 3 English Masses on Sunday are
typically between 25% - 35% capacity of the church.
Reducing to 2 Masses should increase the capacity.
A second reason is that 3 Masses back-to-back is
difficult on the priest. Celebrating 2 Masses will help
ease the stress on the priest. A third reason is the
priest shortage. The number of available priests
continues to decrease. It is also getting more
difficult to recruit priests from other countries. We
should prepare for this to continue. A fourth reason
is that having the Masses at 8:00 and 10:30 will
allow more time for Children’s Faith Formation
classes between those Masses. Families won't feel
rushed, and children will have extra time to learn
those valuable lessons about our faith.

Algo con lo que he luchado la mayor parte de mivida es ver a
algunas personas que no se esfuerzan lo suficiente. ;A qué me
refiero con esto? De nifios, algunos padres asignan tareas.
Algunos se esfuerzan mucho para completarlas. Otros hacen
todo lo posible por librarse de ellas. A veces, los que trabajan
duro consiguen trabajo extra porque los perezosos no hacen
las suyas.

Los nifios son muy perceptivos con respecto a la justicia. Si las
tareas no se reparten equitativamente y no se cumplen,
muchos nifios lo sefialaran rapidamente. "iNo es justo!", suele
ser el grito. Puede ser frustrante cuando uno o ambos padres
responden: "No te preocupes por tu hermano (o hermana),
solo haz tus tareas". (¢Se nota que tuve que lidiar con esto de
nifio?)

Esto también puede pasar en la escuela. Se puede asignar una
tarea grupal. El profesor divide las tareas equitativamente
entre los miembros del grupo. Un estudiante del grupo hace
lo minimo posible en la tarea. Los demas quieren hacerlo
bien, asi que se esfuerzan. El estudiante perezoso se sale con
la suya y disfruta de la misma calificacion que los estudiantes
que se esfuerzan.

También he visto esto en el trabajo: alguien que no se
esfuerza tanto y se sale con la suya. Se sienten seguros de que
su trabajo es seguro, aunque su rendimiento sea deficiente.
Sin embargo, el trabajo debe hacerse, asi que quienes se
esfuerzan se quedan con la mayor parte del trabajo. Las

quejas sobre la falta de equidad parecen caer en oidos sordos.

Cualquiera en la gerencia sabe que lidiar con problemas de
recursos humanos es un verdadero dolor de cabeza. Esta es
una de las razones por las que mucha gente se sale con la
suya con este tipo de comportamientos.

Esto también puede pasar en la Iglesia. "iNO! En la Iglesia no.
Se supone que todos sean santos y hagan lo correcto. jSomos
cristianos, después de todo!". Lo siento, la naturaleza humana
caida afecta a todos por igual. Algunos son mds propensos a la
caida que otros. Esto incluso ocurrié en la Iglesia primitiva.
Algunos de los primeros cristianos creian que Jesus regresaria
lo antes posible. ;Para qué trabajamos si Jesus regresara
pronto y nos llevard al cielo? (Ver 2 Tesalonicenses 3:6ss).
Incluso hoy, parece existir la regla del 20/80: el 20% de la
gente hace el 80% del trabajo.

Creo que Dios diria algo similar a lo que dijeron mis
padres: "No te preocupes por los demds, solo haz lo que
tengas que hacer para terminar tu trabajo. Si tienes que
hacer algo por culpa de otros, hazlo sin quejarte”. "Porque
Dios es quien, para su buena voluntad, produce en
ustedes tanto el desear como el trabajar. Hagan todo sin
quejas ni discusiones, para que sean irreprensiblesy
sencillos, hijos de Dios sin mancha en medio de una
generacion maligna y perversa, en medio de la cual
resplandecen como luminares en el mundo". (Fil. 2:13-15)
Dios pone en nuestros corazones el deseo de trabajary
hacerlo bien. Si alguien hace lo contrario por pereza,
entonces va en contra de lo que Dios ha puesto en su
corazon. A la larga, solo perjudica a quien intenta evadir el
trabajo. Dios quiere que trabajemos duro y hagamos el
mejor trabajo posible, entonces seremos como la luz de
Cristo que brilla en el mundo.

Esta es una leccién dificil de aprender y aplicar en la vida.
Vemos la injusticia. Queremos que se haga justicia. Puede
que nunca suceda en esta vida. Mucha gente seguira
siendo perezosa porque sabe que puede salirse con la
suya. Dios nos asegura que seremos recompensados por
nuestra fidelidad. Si no en esta vida, entonces en la
venidera. "Acumulad tesoros en el cielo" (Mt 6:20). "Todo
lo que hagas, hazlo de corazén, como para el Sefior y no
para los demds, sabiendo que recibiras del Sefior la
herencia que te corresponde” (Col 3:23-24).

En lugar de sumarte a la pereza, di: "Si ellos se salen con la
suya haciendo muy poco, yo también haré lo menos
posible". Sigue trabajando duro y hazlo por Dios. "Porque
tu recompensa sera grande en el cielo". Ademas, me
imagino que en el purgatorio hay mucha gente perezosa;
¢0 es solo una ilusién mia? (Quizas todavia estoy lidiando
con esto. Por favor, oren por mi).
