From the Desk of Fr. Kingsley

Did you know that from the sacred institution of valid
Christian marriage arises a bond that is divinely instituted; by
its very nature, it is both perpetual and exclusive. Rooted in
divine revelation and enshrined within the life of the Church,
marriage is not merely a social contract but a sacred
covenant, a sign and instrument of God's grace. It is a
vocation through which a man and a woman become co-
participants in God's creative and redemptive work.
According to Canon Law (Can. 1055 §1), the marital covenant
between baptized persons is elevated by Christ Himself to
the dignity of a sacrament.

Marriage as a Divine Covenant

Marriage finds its theological foundation in the very
beginning of creation. In Genesis 2:24, it is written:
“Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and
hold fast to his wife, and they shall become one flesh.” This
divine utterance reveals that marriage is not a human
invention, but a covenant sealed by God Himself. It reflects
God’s covenantal faithfulness to His people; a union
grounded in love, fidelity, and indissolubility. As the prophet
Malachi declares, “the Lord was witness between you and
the wife of your youth... she is your companion and your wife
by covenant” (Malachi 2:14). Christ affirmed this in the
Gospel of Matthew 19:6: “What therefore God has joined
together, let no one separate.” In these words, we hear not
merely an ethical exhortation but a declaration of divine
decree.

The Nuptial Mystery and the Church

In Ephesians 5:25-33, the Apostle Paul unveils the sublime
mystery of marriage: it is an icon of the love between Christ
and His Church. The husband is called to lay down his life in
sacrificial love, just as Christ offered Himself for His Bride.
The wife, in turn, responds in loving trust and mutual
submission. In this communion of persons, a deeper truth
unfolds: a theology of the body, wherein man and woman
mirror the Trinitarian life of self-giving love.

Marriage, therefore, is not merely about mutual satisfaction
or companionship; it is an earthly reflection of heavenly
realities. A holy marriage becomes a domestic church; a
sanctuary where faith is lived, vocations are nurtured, and
God’s love is made visible.
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Trials to the Sacred Union in Modern Times

Yet, in our age, this sacred covenant faces formidable
trials. The rise in secularism, moral relativism, and
individualism has led to a growing disregard for the
permanence and sanctity of marriage. External pressures,
economic hardship, cultural trends, and digital distractions
threaten the unity of spouses. Worse still, the sin of
infidelity and the normalization of alternative unions have
obscured the divine vision for marriage.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC 1606-1608)
acknowledges that sin wounds the original harmony of
marriage, yet Christ's redeeming grace offers healing.
Forgiveness, prayer, and trust in God's abiding presence
are the wellspring of restoration. As Pope Francis
reminded us, “May each family rediscover family prayer,
which helps to bring about mutual understanding and
forgiveness” (Tweet, July 31, 2014).

Fidelity as a Sign of God's Covenant Love

Authentic marital commitment is a sign of God's
unchanging faithfulness to His people. Loyalty and self-gift
are not simply virtues of convenience; they are the marrow
of covenant love. The couple that prays together,
communicates honestly, and embraces forgiveness mirrors
the Gospel in its daily rhythms. Love in marriage matures
through trials and sacrifice, just as faith is perfected
through perseverance.

A Word to Those Discerning the Call to Marriage

To young people discerning this holy vocation: Marriage is
not a destination, but a pilgrimage of grace. It is a path
toward sanctification, a crucible of love and joy, as well as
sacrifice and growth. Prepare your hearts not only with
emotional affection but with spiritual readiness. Seek the
counsel of Scripture, the wisdom of the Church, and the
companionship of prayer. Let Christ be at the centre of
your bond. May your future union be a radiant sign of the
love of God, a sacrament that gives life, forms saints, and
glorifies the Author of Love Himself.

Desde el escritorio del Padre Kingsley

Sabia que, de la sagrada institucion del matrimonio cristiano,
valido, surge un vinculo divinamente instituido; por su propia
naturaleza, es perpetuo y exclusivo. Enraizado en la revelacion
divina y consagrado en la vida de la Iglesia, el matrimonio no
es un simple contrato social, sino una alianza sagrada, signo e
instrumento de la gracia de Dios. Es una vocacion mediante la
cual un hombre y una mujer se hacen coparticipes de la obra
creadora y redentora de Dios. Segun el Derecho Candnico
(can. 1055 81), el pacto matrimonial entre personas
bautizadas es elevado por Cristo mismo a la dignidad de un
sacramento.

El Matrimonio como Pacto Divino

El matrimonio encuentra su fundamento teoldgico en el
mismo comienzo de la creacion. En Génesis 2:24, esta escrito:
"Por tanto, dejara el hombre a su padre y a su madre, y se
unira a su mujer, y seran una sola carne". Esta declaracion
divina revela que el matrimonio no es una invenciéon humana,
sino un pacto sellado por Dios mismo. Refleja la fidelidad de
Dios a su pueblo; una unién cimentada en el amor, la fidelidad
y la indisolubilidad. Como declara el profeta Malaquias: "El
Sefior fue testigo entre tu y la mujer de tu juventud... ella es tu
compafiera y la mujer de tu pacto" (Malaquias 2:14). Cristo
afirmd esto en el Evangelio de Mateo 19:6: "Por tanto, lo que
Dios ha unido, que no lo separe el hombre". En estas
palabras, escuchamos no solo una exhortacion ética, sino una
declaracion de decreto divino.

El Misterio Nupcial y la Iglesia

En Efesios 5:25-33, el apdstol Pablo revela el sublime misterio
del matrimonio: es un simbolo del amor entre Cristo y su
Iglesia. El esposo estd llamado a entregar su vida en amor
sacrificial, tal como Cristo se ofrecié por su esposa. La esposa,
a su vez, responde con amorosa confianza y mutua sumision.
En esta comunion de personas, se despliega una verdad mas
profunda: una teologia del cuerpo, donde el hombre y la
muijer reflejan la vida trinitaria de amor abnegado.

El matrimonio, por lo tanto, no se trata solo de satisfaccion
mutua o compafierismo; es un reflejo terrenal de las
realidades celestiales. Un matrimonio santo se convierte en
una iglesia doméstica; un santuario donde se vive la fe, se
nutren las vocaciones y se hace visible el amor de Dios.

Pruebas a la Unidn Sagrada en los Tiempos Modernos
Sin embargo, en nuestra época, este pacto sagrado
enfrenta pruebas formidables. El auge del secularismo, el
relativismo moraly el individualismo ha llevado a un
creciente desprecio por la permanencia y la santidad del
matrimonio. Las presiones externas, las dificultades
econdmicas, las tendencias culturales y las distracciones
digitales amenazan la unidad de los conyuges. Peor aun, el
pecado de la infidelidad y la normalizacion de las uniones
alternativas han oscurecido la vision divina del
matrimonio. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica (CIC 1606-
1608) reconoce que el pecado hiere la armonia original del
matrimonio, pero la gracia redentora de Cristo ofrece
sanacion. El perdon, la oracién y la confianza en la
presencia constante de Dios son la fuente de la
restauracion. Como nos recordo el Papa Francisco: "Que
cada familia redescubra la oracion familiar, que contribuye
a la comprension mutua y al perdon” (Tweet, 31 de julio de
2014).
