From the Desk of Fr. Tim

Our journey in Greece continued. We travelled from Thessaloniki
to Philippi. It took us two hours by bus. Who knows how long it
took St. Paul to travel that distance. He may have walked it or
ridden a donkey. Either way, it is important to remember the
distances he had to go on his missionary journey.

The archeological site in Philippi is quite extensive. Our guide
gave us an explanation about the site. The area had an “agora” or
central meeting/marketplace. This is the location in the town
where people would gather to shop, do business, or socialize.
They are certain that this is where Paul may have met people to
proclaim the Gospel. There is a location at the site that they
believe was the jail that Paul was imprisoned (see Acts 16:24-26).
It is a small cell, and it's sad to think about Paul being chained
and confined there. We also saw the remains of places of
worship near the agora.

We drove on to Lydia. This is a beautiful location with an outdoor
chapel with a stream running through it. It is believed that this is
the location where Paul met and baptized Lydia. “On the sabbath
we went outside the city gate (Philippi) along the river where we
thought there would be a place of prayer. We sat and spoke with
the women who had gathered there. One of them, a woman
named Lydia, ... a worshiper of God, listened, and the Lord
opened her heart to pay attention to what Paul was saying. After
she and her household had been baptized, ..." (Acts 16:13-15) We
celebrated Mass very close to this location. There were two other
Masses going on at the same time nearby. It was wonderful to
see three groups of pilgrims celebrating Mass at this place.

| preached at the Mass about how important it is to share our
faith with others. This is what Paul was doing with the women
that he met at this location. As we read in Scripture, Lydia’s heart
was opened to hearing the message that Paul gave. It is
important to share our faith with others. We never know when it
will make a difference in someone’s life and open his/her heart
to God's word. This particular day was also the optional
memorial for St. Robert Bellarmine. St. Bellarmine lived at the
time of the Protestant Reformation. He was instrumental at this
time in defending the Catholic faith. It is not only important to
share our faith with others but also share what the Church
teaches to be the truth as Robert Bellarmine did. Both Paul and
Robert Bellarmine were good at proclaiming the truth and
correcting false beliefs, all done with charity and to help save
souls. This is what we are called to do as well.
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We drove on to Kavala (Scriptural Neapolis (Acts
16:11)). This was the port city where Paul arrived
before going to Philippi. It is the port that Paul came
to after having his vision of a man from Macedonia
asking Paul to come to Macedonia to help them (see
Acts 16:9-10). Kavala is still an active port (Philippi
had been abandoned in the 14" century). We had
lunch there at a restaurant next to the sea. We looked
out upon the island of Thasos. Afterwards, as we
were driving through Kavala, we stopped at a shrine
to St. Paul that had a large mosaic portraying the
vision that he had of the man from Macedonia and of
Paul arriving in Macedonia. This was an important
event is salvation history as Paul was bringing the
Gospel to Europe.

We drove back to Thessaloniki and had a driving tour
of the city. We stopped at Aristotle Square. There is a
large statue of Alexander the Great on horseback.
Needless to say the importance of Alexander the
Great in history. We saw other sites as we drove
around the city.

The next day, we had Mass at one of the few Roman
Catholic churches in Greece, the Immaculate
Conception. The sacristan, Flora, helped set up for
our Mass. Flora spoke very little English. She only
knew enough English words to help set up the Mass
for us. After the Mass was concluded, Flora was quite
exuberant and talked in Greek to our guide. She told
our guide that she understood everything that was
said at Mass, including my homily. She said that this
has happened to her only a couple of times before.
She felt it was a gift of the Holy Spirit that she was
able to understand everything even though her
knowledge of English was very limited. | related this
information to our group later, and they were very
happy that this happened. God is full of surprises. We
were grateful that He gave us one here.

Nuestro camino por Grecia continud. Viajamos de Tesal6nica a
Filipos. Tardamos dos horas en autobus. Quién sabe cuanto
tard6 San Pablo en recorrer esa distancia. Quizas la hizo a pie
0 en burro. En cualquier caso, es importante recordar las
distancias que tuvo que recorrer en su viaje misionero.

El sitio arqueoldgico de Filipos es bastante extenso. Nuestro
guia nos explicé el lugar. La zona tenia un agora, o plaza
central de reunién/mercado. Este era el lugar del pueblo
donde la gente se reunia para comprar, hacer negocios o
socializar. Estan seguros de que aqui fue donde Pablo pudo
haberse reunido con la gente para proclamar el Evangelio. Hay
un lugar en el sitio que creen que fue la carcel donde Pablo
estuvo preso (véase Hechos 16:24-26). Es una celda pequefia,
y es triste pensar que Pablo estuvo encadenado y confinado
alli. También vimos los restos de lugares de culto cerca del
agora.

Continuamos hacia Lidia. Es un lugar hermoso con una capilla
al aire libre atravesada por un arroyo. Se cree que este es el
lugar donde Pablo conoci6 a Lidia y la bautizd. “El sabado
salimos de la puerta de la ciudad (Filipos) junto al rio, donde
pensamos que habria un lugar de oracion. Nos sentamos y
hablamos con las mujeres que se habian reunido alli. Una de
ellas, una mujer llamada Lidia, ... adoradora de Dios, escuchd,
y el Sefior abri6 su corazdn para que prestara atencion a lo
que Pablo decia. Después de que ella y su familia fueron
bautizadas,...” (Hechos 16:13-15). Celebramos la misa muy
cerca de este lugar. Habia otras dos misas a la misma hora en
las cercanias. Fue maravilloso ver a tres grupos de peregrinos
celebrando la misa en este lugar.

Prediqué en la misa sobre la importancia de compartir
nuestra fe. Esto es lo que Pablo hacia con las mujeres que
conocid en ese lugar. Como leemos en las Escrituras, el
corazon de Lidia se abri6 al escuchar el mensaje de Pablo. Es
importante compartir nuestra fe. Nunca sabemos cuando
marcara la diferencia en la vida de alguien y abrira su corazén
a la palabra de Dios. Este dia, en particular, también fue la
conmemoracion opcional de San Roberto Belarmino. San
Belarmino vivio en la época de la Reforma Protestante. En esa
época, jugo un papel instrumental en la defensa de la fe
catélica. No solo es importante compartir nuestra fe, sino
también compartir lo que la Iglesia ensefia como la verdad,
como lo hizo Roberto Belarmino. Tanto Pablo como Roberto

Belarmino eran buenos proclamando la verdad y
corrigiendo falsas creencias, todo con caridad y para
ayudar a salvar almas. Esto es lo que también estamos
llamados a hacer.

Continuamos hacia Kavala (Nedpolis biblica (Hechos
16:11)). Esta fue la ciudad portuaria a la que llegé Pablo
antes de ir a Filipos. Es el puerto al que llegd después de
tener su vision de un hombre de Macedonia pidiéndole
que fuera a Macedonia para ayudarlos (ver Hechos 16:9-
10). Kavala todavia es un puerto activo (Filipos habia sido
abandonado en el siglo XIV). Aimorzamos alli en un
restaurante junto al mar. Observamos la isla de Tasos.
Después, mientras conduciamos por Kavala, nos
detuvimos en un santuario de San Pablo que tenia un
gran mosaico que representaba la vision que tuvo del
hombre de Macedonia y de Pablo llegando a Macedonia.
Este fue un evento importante en la historia de la
salvacion, ya que Pablo estaba llevando el Evangelio a
Europa.

Regresamos a Tesaldnica y recorrimos la ciudad en coche.
Paramos en la Plaza de Aristoteles. Hay una gran estatua
de Alejandro Magno a caballo. No hace falta mencionar la
importancia de Alejandro Magno en la historia. Visitamos
otros lugares mientras recorriamos la ciudad.

Al dia siguiente, celebramos misa en una de las pocas
iglesias catolicas de Grecia, la Inmaculada Concepcion.
