From the Desk of Fr. Kingsley

In the hush of suffering, when the spirit quivers and the
body bends low, the Church does not turn away. She
speaks in sacred silence through oil that glistens with
grace, through prayers that rise like incense, through
hands that bless and hearts that carry the mercy of
Christ.

Embracing Suffering Through the Eyes of Faith

lliness and suffering have always pierced the human
experience with profound mystery. They confront us with
our vulnerability, often leading to anguish, isolation, and
even rebellion against God. Yet, for those who walk by
faith, suffering can become a sacred threshold, a place
where the soul is refined, priorities are reordered, and
the heart turns anew toward the Divine.

In these moments of trial, the Church, as a mother and
healer, offers the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick,
a sacred encounter with Christ, the Divine Physician.
Among the seven sacraments, this one is uniquely
designed to strengthen those burdened by illness,
reminding them that they are not alone, and that their
suffering is not meaningless.

Scriptural Foundations: Healing in the Heart of God
From the earliest pages of Scripture, healing is revealed
as a sign of God's covenantal love. In Exodus, the Lord
proclaims, “l am the Lord, your healer” (Ex 15:26), and
Isaiah envisions a time when God will forgive every sin
and heal every wound (Isa 33:24).

In the New Testament, Christ’s ministry is saturated with
healing. His miracles are not mere acts of power but
signs of divine compassion and the nearness of the
Kingdom: “God has visited His people” (Lk 7:16). Jesus
heals the body and soul, often linking forgiveness with
physical restoration (Mk 2:5-12). He invites the sick to
believe (Mk 5:34; 9:23), and through His Passion, He
transforms suffering into a redemptive path that unites
us with His own.

NOVEMBER 9, 2025

The Apostle James exhorts the faithful: “Is anyone
among you sick? Let them call the elders of the
Church to pray over them and anoint them with oil
in the name of the Lord” (Jas 5:14-15). This passage
affirms the sacramental nature of healing, rooted in
prayer, community, and divine grace.

The Spiritual Graces of the Anointing

The Anointing of the Sick is not merely a ritual; it is
a sacramental outpouring of the Holy Spirit.
Through this sacred act, the sick receive: Strength
and peace to endure suffering with courage. Union
with Christ's Passion, transforming pain into
participation in His redemptive love. Forgiveness of
sins, especially when the person is unable to
confess. Preparation for eternal life, offering
serenity in the face of death.

Renewed faith, deepening trust in God’s providence
and mercy. This sacrament also draws the sick into
the communion of saints, where the Church,
militant, suffering, and triumphant, intercedes in
love and solidarity.

Preparing to Receive the Sacrament

It is the sacred duty of pastors to catechize the
faithful on the beauty and power of this sacrament.
Families and communities should encourage the
sick to request it early, not as a last resort, but as a
source of grace and healing.

The ideal preparation includes the Reception of the
Sacrament of Reconciliation, if possible.

Communal support, as the ecclesial family
surrounds the sick with love and prayer.

Pastoral Care: A Ministry of Presence and
Compassion

Pastoral care for the sick is a living expression of Christ's
love. It encompasses: Spiritual accompaniment, helping
the sick find meaning and hope, emotional support, and
offering comfort and companionship. Fraternal solidarity,
where the community becomes a visible sign of God’s
care.

In this ministry, despair is dispelled, hope is rekindled,
and the brevity of life is embraced as part of our journey
toward eternity. The sick are reminded that they are
cherished members of the Body of Christ, and their
suffering is never wasted.

Pastoral Care for the Dying: A Sacred Farewell

For those nearing death, the Church offers Viaticum, also
known as Holy Communion, as food for the journey. This
final sacrament strengthens the soul for its passage into
eternal life. Even when the dying is unconscious, the
presence of prayer, Scripture, and sacred hymns can be a
balm to the soul. These moments are holy, and the
Church must respond with reverence, tenderness, and
hope in the Resurrection.

Dispelling Misconceptions

Many fear the Anointing of the Sick, associating it
with imminent death. But this sacrament is not a
death sentence; it is a sacrament of life. It is a divine
embrace, a reassurance that Christ walks with us
through the valley of suffering.

It is not a substitute for medical care or
psychological support, but a complement to them.
Its primary aim is spiritual healing, though physical
healing may also occur according to God's will. Even
when healing does not come in the body, the soul is
fortified for the final journey. The sacrament
becomes a beacon of faith, illuminating the path to
eternal life.

Words of Grace from the Rite

“Through this holy anointing, may the Lord in His
love and mercy help you with the grace of the Holy
Spirit. May the Lord who frees you from sin save
you and raise you up.”

Desde el escritorio del Padre Kingsley

En el silencio del sufrimiento, cuando el espiritu se
estremece y el cuerpo se doblega, la Iglesia no se aparta.
Habla en sagrado silencio a través del 6leo que
resplandece con gracia, a través de oraciones que se
elevan como incienso, a través de manos que bendiceny
corazones que portan la misericordia de Cristo.

Aceptar el Sufrimiento a Través de los Ojos de la Fe
La enfermedad y el sufrimiento siempre han impregnado
la experiencia humana de un profundo misterio. Nos
confrontan con nuestra vulnerabilidad, a menudo
provocando angustia, aislamiento e incluso rebeldia
contra Dios. Sin embargo, para quienes caminan por la
fe, el sufrimiento puede convertirse en un umbral
sagrado, un lugar donde el alma se refina, se reordenan
las prioridades y el corazon se vuelve de nuevo hacia lo
Divino.

En estos momentos de prueba, la Iglesia, como madre y
sanadora, ofrece el Sacramento de la Uncion de los
Enfermos, un encuentro sagrado con Cristo, el Divino
Médico. Entre los siete sacramentos, este es
singularmente disefiado para fortalecer a quienes sufren
la enfermedad, recordandoles que no estan solos y que
su sufrimiento no es en vano.

Fundamentos Biblicos: Sanacion en el Corazéon de
Dios

Desde las primeras paginas de las Escrituras, la sanacion
se revela como una sefial del amor de la alianza de Dios.
En Exodo, el Sefior proclama: "Yo soy el Sefior, tu
sanador" (Ex 15:26), e Isafas vislumbra un tiempo en el
que Dios perdonard todo pecado y sanara toda herida
(Isa 33:24).

En el Nuevo Testamento, el ministerio de Cristo esta
impregnado de sanacion. Sus milagros no son meros
actos de poder, sino signos de la compasion divinay de
la cercania del Reino: "Dios ha visitado a su pueblo" (Lc
7,16). Jesus sana el cuerpo y el alma, vinculando a

menudo el perddn con la restauracion fisica (Mc 2,5-
12). Invita a los enfermos a creer (Mc 5,34; 9,23) y,
mediante su Pasion, transforma el sufrimiento en un
camino de redencion que nos une al suyo.

El apdstol Santiago exhorta a los fieles: "¢Esta alguno
enfermo entre ustedes? Que llame a los ancianos de
la iglesia para que oren por €l y lo unjan con aceite
en el nombre del Sefior" (Stg 5,14-15). Este pasaje
afirma la naturaleza sacramental de la sanacién,
arraigada en la oracion, la comunidad y la gracia
divina.

Las Gracias Espirituales de la Uncidn

La Uncidn de los Enfermos no es un mero ritual; es
una efusion sacramental del Espiritu Santo.
Mediante este acto sagrado, los enfermos reciben:
fortaleza y paz para sobrellevar el sufrimiento con
valentia; union con la Pasion de Cristo,
transformando el dolor en participacién en su amor
redentor; perdon de los pecados, especialmente
cuando la persona no puede confesarse; y
preparacion para la vida eterna, ofreciendo
serenidad ante la muerte.

Fe renovada, confianza cada vez mas profunda en la
providencia y la misericordia de Dios. Este
sacramento también introduce a los enfermos en la
comunidn de los santos, donde la Iglesia, militante,
sufriente y triunfante, intercede con amory
solidaridad.

Preparacion para recibir el Sacramento

Es deber sagrado de los pastores catequizar a los
fieles sobre la belleza y el poder de este sacramento.
Las familias y las comunidades deben animar a los
enfermos a solicitarlo cuanto antes, no como ultimo
recurso, sino como fuente de gracia y sanacion.



La preparacion ideal incluye, si es posible, la recepcion
del Sacramento de la Reconciliacion. Disposicion
espiritual, cultivada mediante la oracion y la apertura a la
gracia. Apoyo comunitario, pues la familia eclesial rodea
al enfermo con amor y oracion.

Cuidado Pastoral: Un Ministerio de Presenciay
Compasion

La atencion pastoral a los enfermos es una expresion
viva del amor de Cristo. Comprende: acompafiamiento
espiritual, ayudando a los enfermos a encontrar sentido
y esperanza, apoyo emocional y ofreciéndoles consueloy
compaifiia; y solidaridad fraterna, donde la comunidad se
convierte en un signo visible del cuidado de Dios.

En este ministerio, se disipa la desesperacion, se reaviva
la esperanza y se acepta la brevedad de la vida como
parte de nuestro camino hacia la eternidad. A los
enfermos se les recuerda que son miembros amados del
Cuerpo de Cristo y que su sufrimiento nunca es en vano.

Cuidado Pastoral para los Moribundos: Una
Despedida Sagrada

Para quienes se acercan a la muerte, la Iglesia ofrece el
Viatico, también conocido como Sagrada Comunidn,
como alimento para el camino. Este Ultimo sacramento
fortalece el alma para su transito a la vida eterna. Incluso
cuando el moribundo esta inconsciente, la presencia de
la oracion, la Sagrada Escritura y los himnos sagrados
puede ser un balsamo para el alma. Estos momentos son
sagrados, y la Iglesia debe responder con reverencia,
ternuray esperanza en la Resurreccion.

Desmintiendo Ideas Erréneas

Muchos temen la Uncidn de los Enfermos,
asociandola con la muerte inminente. Pero este
sacramento no es una sentencia de muerte; es un
sacramento de vida. Es un abrazo divino, una
garantia de que Cristo camina con nosotros en el
valle del sufrimiento.

No sustituye la atencion médica ni el apoyo
psicoldgico, sino que los complementa. Su objetivo
principal es la sanacion espiritual, aunque también
puede darse la sanacion fisica segun la voluntad de
Dios. Aun cuando la sanacion no se produce en el
cuerpo, el alma se fortalece para el camino final. El
sacramento se convierte en un faro de fe que
ilumina el camino hacia la vida eterna.
